ASSESSMENT OF CORRUPTION IN UKRAINE BASED ON A SOCIOLOGICAL
SURVEY

Abstract. Corruption has ancient historical roots. No country in the world is free from this negative
phenomenon, which hinders development and poses threats to its economic security. The organization of
combating corruption is different when the driving force is the “absolute intolerance” of society and/or the
activity of anti-corruption bodies. Regardless of the model of anti-corruption activity, the starting point is
the information base on the scale of corruption crimes. Today, there is no generally accepted practice of
assessing corruption at the international level. One of the approaches involves obtaining the necessary data
by conducting a sociological survey.

The purpose of the article is to generalize and critically review the practice of using sociological surveys
to assess corruption in Ukraine.

To perform a comprehensive analysis of the practice of assessing corruption, the following methods were
used: induction and deduction, comparison and systematization - when comparing the results of sociological
surveys of different forms of organization and frequency, the object of study of which was corruption in
Ukraine; synthesis and analysis - to characterize changes in the results of assessing corruption in Ukraine;
morphological analysis - to clarify the advantages and difficulties in using sociological surveys to assess
corruption, graphic - for a visual presentation of theoretical and methodological material; abstract-logical -
for theoretical generalizations and conclusions of the study.

Generalization and comparison of the results of the assessment carried out by conducting a sociological
survey made it possible to establish the advantages and those points that require further improvement. The
advantage was determined to be compliance with the principles of selective observation, which consist in an
unbiased selection of respondents, which allows obtaining an acceptable level of reliability of the results.
It was established that during the use of a sociological survey to assess corruption, there was a bias in the
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attitude towards providing correct answers in some cases.

1t has been established that at the current stage of development Ukraine is characterized by a critically
high level of corruption. The formed holistic vision of the conditions and areas of the most active manifestation
of corruption manifestations should contribute to the development and more effective application of anti-
corruption mechanisms.
